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THINGS TO REMEMBER ABOUT CLASS

GRADES: Please don’t wait until the end of the 9 weeks to worry about your grades, by then it is too late!


You may check grade before or after class.

It’s a good idea to keep all of your graded assignments, this will allow you to know what your grade is.


When you miss school, it is your responsibility to find out what you need to make up!!!!


Remember your grades show what you have done!!!!!!!!

             The final grade for the marking period is figured out by dividing the total number of points for the marking period into the number of points you have received on your graded work. 

 ASSIGNMENTS: Assignments are due at the beginning of class on the due date.  I will not accept work early.  You may hand work in any time until the end of the marking period.  If your work is late, 10 points will be taken from your final grade on that assignment.

NEATNESS: Appearance is important in anything you do.  So your work should appear neat,   

when handed in for a grade.  Please remove all fringes from the paper after you have torn it from a notebook. Stains, rips, or whatever makes your homework appear sloppy will cause you to lose 5 points from your work.  You may only fold your paper once

TEST POLICY: NO talking during a test or quiz and NO looking around.  This is a violation of the testing policy.  If a violation occurs the penalty is laid out in the school detention policy.

ELECTRONIC DEVICES ARE NOT ALLOWED IN THE CLASSROOM.  See detention code for violation penalty.

LATE FOR CLASS: Whenever you are late for class for what ever reason you must have a pass or you are considered late.  

DO NOT COME TO CLASS THEN ASK TO GO TO THE RESTROOM, GO BEFORE YOU GET HERE.   

If you are late for class without a pass you may not have a pass to go anywhere that class period.  If you are late, you will be asked to sign the late book.  When you have signed it for the 4th time, it will result in detention for that time and every time after that for the remainder of the semester.  See Detention Policy.

PLAGIARISM: See detention code.

EXTRA CREDIT: It must be done on something we are studying in class. Please tell me what you want to do ahead of time. 

It may be done in the following ways: oral report, book report, map, drawing, written report, model, or whatever is approved. Written reports must have all sources documented.

Extra credit must be turned in 1 week before the marking period ends.  Extra credit will be worth from 0 to 5 points added to your final grade.  There is no extra credit allowed the last marking period.

DO NOT WAIT UNTIL THE END OF THE MARKING PERIOD EXPECTING EXTRA CREDIT TO GET YOU A PASSING GRADE.

IT TAKES MORE THAN EXTRA CREDIT TO PASS THE CLASS.
